SA Mitchell Jr. acquired his father's former business from DeSilver in 1860 and relaunched a very
successful atlas publishing business which survived another 20+ years, before licensing and selling off
much of his inventory and rights. A striking dark impression, with unusually rich color. The 1860 and 1861
editions of the map have become scarce on the market.
