The
sheet showing the islands of Jersey and Guernsey is entitled: "Sarnica Insulavulgo Garnsey et Insula
Caesarea vernacule Jarsey". In the cartouche the attendant figures are a shepherd, a shepherdess and
sheep.

Five excellently drawn sailing ships grace the Mare Britannicum Anglis (The British Sea). On the island of
Garnsey are seen the same features and names as in the Mercator and Speed maps.
