The map appeared in Jacques Nicolas Bellin's Le Petit Atlas Maritime Recueti de Cartes et Plans des
Quatre Parlies du Monde en Cinq Volumes, first published in Paris in 1764. The Atlas was an important 5
volume work, showing many places of interest around the world.
