History of Air India

Air India was founded by J. R. D. Tata in 1932 as Tata Airlines, but it was renamed Air India in 1946. It
would complete its first international flight in 1948. Shortly thereafter, the airline added other
international destinations to Rome and Dusseldorf, as shown in the present pamphlet.
