The map illustrates the narrative of the travels of Benedictus Goes, a Jesuit who left Lahore in 1603 bound
eastward for Peshwar. During his travels, he encountered a hermit who told him of the City of
Capherstam, whose inhabitants dealt severely with Muslims, but permitted others to enter their territory.
The hermit had apparently been to the city and tasted its wine. Capherstam is believed to be Kafiristan.
