The routes of Cook and many other discoverers are shown in the
Atlantic and Pacific. A slightly more up-to-date inset map focuses on northern North America and the
explorations of Cook, Clark and the Russians. In this map, a strait exists between Siberia and North
America, Greenland is part of the mainland, and the existence of the United States is recognized.

The highly decorative title cartouche is also a throwback, featuring America riding a particularly fierce
alligator and gazing upon a cornucopia.
