His son Gabriel Bodenehr (1664 - 1758) took over
the plates of Johann Stridbeck (1640 - 1716) and revised and issued them together with many other own
views and maps in his books and atlases. In 1758 Georg Christian Kilian (1709 - 1781) took over his the
publishing house.
