During his time in Paris, he collaborated extensively with JB Nolin, which provided him with access to the
best available French maps, at a time when France was asserting its pre-eminence in the field of map
making. As a result of this access, Coronelli's maps are among the most accurate of their time, combining
the best available geogrpaphical information with Coronelli's remarkable engraving style.
