The discoveries of Sir
Francis Drake, Martin D'Aguilar, Juan De Fuca, Admiral De Font, Tschrikow, Bering and Gwosdew, are all
noted, as is the massive River of the West, flowing straight from the Oregon Coastline to Lake Winnigon,
and the on the Hudson's Bay via Nelson River and other unnamed Rives.

The tracks of Bering and Tschirikow are noted, as are the Russian Voyages of Ye Cossack Schestakows
and Pawlutzki.
