Nevada has its lower corner truncated, leaving Las Vegas in Arizona. Utah extends approximately 1
degrees too far to the west, following one of the two reductions of its size undertaken by the US
Government.  

This is one of the most detailed accurate commercial maps of the era. It includes explorers' routes, the
major routes of commerces, towns, forts, Indian tribes, mountains, rivers, roads, mining districts,
proposed railroad routes, important dates in the evolution of the US-Mexico Boundary, etc.

Johnson's map of the West is one of the most interesting and collectable maps of the period. The maps
were updated annually, or more often, showing profound territorial boundary changes and county
formations from year to year and even within a single year.

A comprehensive collection of maps of the American West is incomplete without a good run of these maps.
