The map is colored by Tribal lands, showing the lands of the Arapahoes, Cheyennes, Pawnees, Osage,
Cherokees, Choctaws, Chickasaws, Kiowas, Comanches, Apaches, Wichitas, Pottawatomies, Seminoles,
Sac and Fox, and Creeks.

The Government Land Office Surveys are largely completed, although the eastern 1/3rd of the Territory is
still unsurveyed. The Missouri, Kansas & Texas RR and Atlantic & Pacific RR cross the Territory. The map
is interspersed with information concerning the relevant treaties and dates which resulted in the various
Tribes resettlement to the Territory.

A number of roads and settlements are shown throughout.
