Rarity

the benefit of youth and verified by the geography of Arsenyev and others by Fyodor Poznyakov. Second
revised edition with additional 7 maps engraved by g. Frolov. That atlas was first published in 1829 (with
an additional run printed in 1833), then for this second edition in 1836, and again in 1843 as the third
edition. The second edition is in neither the RSL nor NLR.
