Very rare Russian-language map of Eastern Canada, published in St. Petersburg in 1836.

This is evidently a later state of the map, as one can make out changes in the configuration of the Arctic
coastline.

The map is interesting for its insight into Russian knowledge of the Canadian Arctic in the 1830s.

That atlas was first published in 1829 (with
an additional run printed in 1833), then for this second edition in 1836, and again in 1843 as the third
edition. The second edition is in neither the RSL nor NLR.
