A fascinating cartographic curiosity, which appeared in Protestant theologian Heinrich Bunting's
[tinerarium Sacra Scripturae, or Travels According to the Scriptures, first published in 1581. The work
contained three maps of pure fantasy: the World in the form of a cloverleaf, Europe as a robed female
figure, and Asia as Pegasus, the mythical winged horse. The horse is drawn in an anatomically correct
fashion, such that the shape of Asia has been modified, with the Caspian Sea appearing horizontally
between the wings and the saddle, and modern India is the off hind leg. The image of Asia as Pegasus
derives from the story of Bellerophan, his rider, which took place largely in Asia.
